In addition the reigning F3A Nordic Champion, Dalddndstrém from Sweden, is invited to participaie. will
be regarded as an open participant if he choosgartizipate.

NORDIC: 4 team members. The three (3) best individualltegor each team will count towards the team
competition in the Nordic class. All 4 participaml, however, receive awards as team members.

In the Nordic class the judging panel will consisfour competitors from the F3A-class if the etdi$judge so
wishes. Each of the participating countries willdsiked to supply one (1) F3A-class competitor tlg@uin each of
the Nordic rounds. It is up to each country to dedf the same F3A-class competitor should judgblatdic
rounds or if they prefer to take rounds.
